* Exec Position Explanation
= President
* The President runs the meetings and if the president is unable to
attend the meeting, they need to make sure the Vice President
knows what needs to be discussed and moving forward with
meetings.

The president will do a speech at
graduation. Over the summer, President Willprecht was
contacted by Melissa Johnson and asked to write a small letter
that was to be put in the new FYE books.

This position also
requires them to take estimated head counts and confirmed head
counts for each NDSA. It is highly encouraged for the Head
Delegate to attend every NDSA. The Vice President chairs the
Tabling Committee and does a speech at graduation. This position
ranges from three to five hours per week.

* During every meeting, the Administrative Assistant takes minutes
or a record of what is said and what motions are done during
meetings. These minutes are then sent to the Advisor to be
revised. This position helps to make the agenda along with the
rest of the exec team and sends the finished agenda along with
the revised minutes to Jackie Nordick in marketing.
